Two Official Treasure Hunts Each Year. 

HRRS Treasure Hunts happen twice a year and are usually beach hunts requiring minimal 
equipment (metal detector, sand scoop and a bag or basket for found items).  A marked area 
is seeded with various coins and tokens for the participants to locate using a metal detector.  
Any tokens found are then turned in for prizes at the end of the day. These organized hunts 
are a lot of fun for both participants and observers alike and help to promote the hobby. 

Spring Hunt 
Our Spring Hunt is considered a Club Only Hunt. It is open to club members only and allows 
our members to meet as a group on the field and teach each other different techniques for 
finding those illusive treasures.  This is a great time to see each of our members in action 
with their favorite gear and is an educational experience for those new to metal detecting to 
learn how to use their metal detecting equipment effectively to get the most enjoyment from it. 

Fall Hunt
Our Fall Hunt is open to the public.  It is a great opportunity to meet Treasure Hunters from all 
over the country and share tips on this great hobby.  This hunt is much larger than our Spring 
Hunt and consists of three to four main event hunts. Prizes range from various collector coins 
to metal detecting gear and equipment.
